    Yosemite National park is located in the 
Sierra Nevada. It is one of the most popular 
tourist attractions in California. Entry now 

costs $10 per person or $20 per vehicle 
for a 7-day visit.  Yosemite exemplifies 
National parks. It has a thousand-foot 
waterfall that is framed by monumental 
granite spires. But in September it doesn’t 
have much water. It’s almost dry. The best 
time to visit is spring because the 
waterfalls have more water.  Mariposa 
Grove, near Wawona at the South to 
Yosemite, has many giants Sequoia trees. 
These are 100-meter tall trees with trunks 
up to 10 meters. It also has beautiful 
alpine meadows and panoramic vistas of 
the valley and the surrounding mountain 
peaks.  Tioga Pass and most of the high 
country roads are normally closed from 
November until the end of May. Yosemite 
Park, preserved in 1864, was the first 
natural area in the United States. 
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
